NEW BUSINESS
R430-6 Provider Working in Two or More Facilities: Child care providers can work in more

than one facility. When they go to work in a second facility the provider must bring their
background screening card with them and make a copy of it. Child care providers then have 10



days to submit a copy of the card and the appropriate information and documents to the
Background Screening Unit. Thus, every time a provider goes to work in a new facility their
background screening information must be verified again.

New Interpretation Manual: Child Care Licensing has a newly revised and updated
interpretation manual.

e Organized with simplified and color coded categories.

e Protocol is now included in the Interpretation Manual (greater transparency).

e Sequential lists have now been broken out into bullets, making it easier to read and find

things.

e Updated annually, every January.

e Trainings will be held throughout the state this year introducing the new manual.

e New changes will appear in a green font.
